Who Are the Eldonian Community Based Housing
The Eldonian Community Based Housing Association (formerly The Eldonian Housing Co​-operative) was set up in 1983 to provide quality, affordable housing for those in most need.

The Association was set up by tenants living in council owned tenement blocks in Eldon Street and Burlington Street, which were scheduled for demolition.

The Eldonian Community Based Housing Association is a non-profit making housing association. It is registered with the Registrar of Friendly Societies and is registered with the Housing Corporation and is also a member of the National Housing Federation.

The Eldonian Community Based Housing Association’s main aim is to provide good quality affordable homes for rent for a variety of client groups including families, elderly persons and those with special needs.

The Eldonian Community Based Housing Association manages 346 properties within the Vauxhall area of Liverpool.

2     How many properties do we have and where are they Situated?
The Association own 346 properties in the Vauxhall area of Liverpool. The properties are situated on 3 sites, The Eldonian Village, itself and a small 15-unit scheme in St Gerard Close.

The properties range from one-bedroom bungalow to large four-bedroom houses. The Association also has a small number of homes designed for people with disabilities or special needs and Extra care accommodation at Robert Lynch House *
*Applications and allocations for apartments at the Extra Care Scheme at Robert Lynch House are co-ordinated by Access Liverpool and require a separate application form, which can be obtained from the Housing Office at the Tony Mcgann Centre or alternately direct from Access Liverpool’s Office at:

Once the Association receives your application it will be date stamped and you will   receive an acknowledgement.


Your application will then go before an allocation sub-committee (they meet about every 2 months — so don’t worry if you don’t get a response straight way).


The Allocation Sub-Committee will then assess your application, depending on housing need criteria, and decide if the Association can help you.

You will normally receive a response from the Allocation Sub-Committee within 5 working days of the meeting. Unfortunately, it you are in urgent housing need, it is unlikely that the Association will be able to assist as we very rarely have any vacant properties.

If I Get Onto the Waiting List How Long should I Expect To Wait before Being Offered a Property

This will depend on the type of property you are waiting for, but generally we advise: ​

Nomination


The Association has agreed that 50% of vacancies are offered to the Council for nomination. Applicants are encouraged to contact Liverpool City Council to ask about the possibility of being nominated to the Association.
